IMPORTANT INFORMATION FOR STUDENTS REWRITING A DIPLOMA EXAM AND/OR RETAK-
ING THE COURSE.   Students will be able to write their fi rst diploma exam in any subject free of charge, but 
all subsequent attempts (including retaking the course) will be considered rewrites and students will be charged 
rewrite fees and must complete a rewrite application form.  The fee to rewrite is $25.00 plus G.S.T. or $26.25, 
for each diploma examination.  Students rewriting exams in June must submit their application, along with their 
cheque, to the SCHS general offi ce by October 31st.  Students submitting applications after this date will be 
responsible for mailing their payment to Alberta Education.  Deadline for applications to Alberta Education is 
November 4th.  Cheques must be made payable to the Minister of Finance or paid by a major credit card.

NOTE:  If a student rewrites a diploma exam, without paying the fee, the new exam mark and fi nal 
mark in that course will not appear on the student’s results statement or on their offi cial transcript.  If a 
student cannot rewrite a diploma exam due to illness or compassionate reasons, the student is eligible 
to rewrite at the next diploma examination administration, or the student can have the fee refunded.  If 
a student requires a refund for any other reason, a $10.00 processing fee will be charged.

INCLEMENT WEATHER

The Superintendent or designate shall direct a system-
wide or school-based suspension of school bus service in 
every instance where, in his/her opinion, climate and/or 
road conditions constitute a signifi cant hazard to the safe-
ty and well being of school bus passengers.

The Director, Transportation Services will be responsible 
for maintaining and updating this process, and obtaining 
consultation from the Superintendent, before directing a 
suspension of school bus services.  

A decision by the Superintendent or designate to suspend 
school bus service shall be communicated by announce-
ments on Radio Stations CFCW, KROCK, MIX96, 
CHED, POWER 92, CFBR (“Bear”) and CISN.  These 
radio stations will be notifi ed of the suspension of school 
bus service as soon as practical after the decision to sus-
pend has been made.  Only announcements carried on 
these radio stations shall be considered to be offi cial.  No 
other employee, contractor, or employee of a contractor is 
authorized to announce through the media a suspension of 
school bus service or the closure of a school.  The Direc-
tor, Transportation Services shall advise all radio stations 
of the decision so that it may be broadcast commencing at 
6:30 a.m. or in special circumstances the evening before.

During the period November 15-March 30 of each school 
year, school bus passengers will be required to have on 
their person proper outerwear, headgear, mitts and foot-
wear.  A school bus operator may refuse transportation 
to a student who, in his/her opinion, is not appropriately 
dressed.

Schools shall remain open when school bus services  are 
suspended by the Superintendent or designate, and will 
receive students who are conveyed to school by their par-
ents.  Parents, who have brought their children to school 
on days when school bus services are suspended because 
of inclement weather or hazardous road conditions, will 
be responsible for picking up their children at the end of 
the school day.
